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Take a stroll to the V&A Waterfront for fine dining, food and craft markets, indulgent

boutiques, and designer stores. Enjoy the bustle of the working harbour by taking a

sundowner boat cruise or boarding a yacht to the white sandy shores of Clifton beach.

The V&A Waterfront offers picturesque views of Table Mountain, framed by the

surrounding yacht basin and blue waters of the Atlantic Ocean. Tours to Robben Island

depart from the harbour and offer insight into South Africa’s complex history, taking

you to the isolated location where Nelson Mandela spent the majority of his 27-year

sentence. The hotel’s conveniences that await your return at the end of a busy day

include a stylish restaurant, spa and gymnasium.

DAY 2 17 May 2027

CAPE TOWN CITY HALF DAY
Arranged for 30 travellers

Situated below Table Mountain, Devil’s Peak and Lion’s Head, Cape

Town offers a rich cultural and industrial heritage, grand splendour, and

an assurance of activity & excitement. Including all the ‘must-sees’ of

any Cape Town day tour, this option is a geographical and cultural

extravaganza, showing you Cape Town from its historical beginnings to

the dazzling, modern city it is today.

The tour commences with a tour of Table Mountain (weather permitting;

cable car fee not included). Enjoy panoramic views over the Mother City

and the Atlantic Seaboard, with Robben Island in the distance, lying

sleepily in Table Bay harbour. In the heart of the city, enjoy for a short

walk through the Company Gardens. From squirrels to a variety of plant

life, it’s just a happy place to soak up some ‘Cape Town vibes’ and enjoy

the aviaries and fishponds. On the Wale Street end of the garden, you

will find a monument which was created to commemorate the life and

work of Desmond Tutu – lovingly referred to by South Africans as “The

Arch,” and a tribute to the values of the South African Constitution.

Arch for Arch was installed beside historic St. George's Cathedral aka

“People’s Cathedral” for its role in the resistance against apartheid. Step

inside the Slave Lodge, which explores the history of these unwilling

immigrants and how they have contributed to the richness and diversity

of South African history. As you drive through the city, you shall get a

feel for the cultural melting pot that it is. Continue the tour with a visit

to the Castle of Good Hope – the oldest building in South Africa. The

Castle acted as local headquarters for the South African Army in the

Western Cape and today houses the Castle Military Museum and

ceremonial facilities for the traditional Cape Regiments. Alternatively,

make a stop at Truth Café for a ‘cuppa’ at this ‘steampunk inspired’

artisan coffee shop serving hand-roasted coffees in a vintage cast-iron

drum (meal for own account). Return to your hotel upon completion of

the tour.
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DAY 3 18 May 2027

CAPE PENINSULA INCL LUNCH FULL DAY
Arranged for 30 travellers

This awe-inspiring tour to the towering headland known as Cape Point

encompasses magnificent beaches, breathtaking views, and picturesque

coastal villages. The Cape Peninsula is one of the world’s most scenic

areas and stretches from the city centre to Cape Point. Note: The drive

via Chapman’s Peak is subject to the road being open. Ou Kaapse Weg will

be used as an alternative route when necessary.

Travel along the Atlantic Seaboard via Sea Point, Clifton and Camps Bay,

to Hout Bay, a quaint village and fishing harbour with magnificent

mountain views and beach. Continue via Chapman’s Peak, one of the

world’s most breathtaking coastal drives, to the Cape of Good Hope

Nature Reserve and Cape Point, which is perceived to be the meeting

point of the Atlantic and Indian Oceans. Go on to historic Simon’s Town,

a village with charming Victorian architecture, a naval base and a large

penguin colony at the beautiful Boulders Beach. Boulders Penguin

Colony is home to a growing colony of the vulnerable African Penguin.

Wooden walkways allow visitors to view the penguins in their natural

habitat and there is also a new information centre. A lunch stop is made

nearby. End the day with a visit to the well-known Kirstenbosch

National Botanical Gardens. The Garden includes five of South Africa’s

six different biomes and is world-renowned for the beauty and diversity

of the Cape Flora it displays, as well as for the magnificence of its

setting against the eastern slopes of Table Mountain. The tour ends with

drop-off at your hotel.

DAY 4 19 May 2027

CAPE WINELANDS INCL LUNCH FULL DAY
Arranged for 30 travellers
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This delightful drive winds its way to the heart of the Cape Winelands,

through superb mountain ranges, vineyards, and Cape Dutch

homesteads. The region boasts great beauty and culture and is steeped

in South African history. With the sheer vastness of wine estates on

offer, we are truly spoilt for choice.

Head off to the heart of South Africa’s wine industry. Explore

Stellenbosch and walk down the canal-lined avenues, in the shade of

giant oak trees and beautifully preserved historic buildings. Travel over

the Helshoogte Pass to the town of Franschhoek, historically dating

back to the 17th century when the French Huguenots arrived. Billed as

the Gourmet Capital of South Africa, this charming town, in a most

picturesque valley, retains a French Huguenot style. Enjoy a wine tasting

before taking time to enjoy the fabled culinary skills of the Franschhoek

chefs at one of the many award-winning restaurants. Onward to Paarl,

one of the Cape’s first farming districts. The town is set at the foot of

the cluster of remarkable granite domes from which it takes its name.

Return to the bustle of city life in the early evening after an enthralling

day in the countryside.

Guests are

welcomed with a traditional greeting in Shona and Ndebele, the local

languages. They are invited to take part in a hand washing ceremony

before sampling traditional beer and snacks, as a prelude to dinner.

After dinner, guests are invited to wile away the evening with the

restaurant’s very own Sangoma – a traditional storyteller to learn more

about the country’s folklore, culture, and heritage.
